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Dr. Rajagopal has been awarded the Pravasi Bharatiya Samman Award
for his contribution in Education.

Dr. Rajagopal is a distinguished Professor at Tecnoldgico de
Monterrey, Mexico and a visiting Professor at Boston University. He is
a Life Fellow of the Royal Society for Encouragement of Arts,
Manufacture and Commerce, London. He has made a seminal
contribution to rural development, farming communities and women
entrepreneurship in India through transformation of conventional
practices. Through social laboratories, he has infused business
orientation among farm and non-farm entrepreneurs from 1984 to
2001. He is also credited for creating synergy between the higher
education systems of India and Mexico.
