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Justice Frank Arthur Seepersad has been awarded the Pravasi
Bharatiya Samman Award for Community Welfare and Education.

Justice Seepersad is a well-known Jurist and was appointed as a Judge
of the Supreme Court of Trinidad and Tobago in April 2012. He is a
respected national figure, who propagates the adoption of the
Gandhian principle of Satyagraha and recommends 'Panchayat' as an
effective dispute resolution mechanism.

He is well regarded for his decisions on citizens' fundamental rights
and emulates the “citizen focused activism” of Indian judges. He calls
for a constitution which mirrors Indian Constitution's relevance and
relatability. He is also an Associate Tutor at the Hugh Wooding Law
School.
